Use of different background

Introduction

In general - don’t use eduroam logos on
backgrounds that aren’t different colour
schemes than light blue/blue/black.

Proper usage:

1. Acceptable on light - solid, gradient or
patterned backgrounds - white.

2. Galleries/multiple photos - due to the
nature of photos, it's recommended to use
the logo on a small rounded corner square
(to keep consistency within a gallery)

Incorrect use of logos:
1. Don’t use logos in a way that makes it

ilegible - e.g. dark logo on dark background,
logo on complicated backgrounds.
